Mr. Orval Coatson Varner, age 98, of Pine Tree, Arkansas, passed away
peacefully on Sunday, March 18, 2018. He was born on August 11, 1919 to
Sylvester Ellsworth and Alma Henrietta (Barnett) Varner. A proud World War II
veteran, he served in Company A, 36th Armored Infantry Regiment of the
Army and most notably fought in the Battle of the Bulge. He earned two purple
hearts and a bronze star during his military service.
